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Four cleaning methods of four named glassware

1). Slides or coverslipes

It should be washed and then placed in a solution contianing glacial acetic acid for about 10 minutes, after which should be rinsed thoroughly with distilled waterand wiped with a paper towel.

2). Pipettes

The cylinder or the tall jar should be filled with water. A pad of cotton or glass wool can be placed at jar's bottom. The water level should be about 3/4 portion, it then should be drained properly.

3). Test tubes

It should be filled with the cleaning solution and put in a wire basket, then heated for 15 minutes in the autoclave, when removed should be thoroughly rinsed with running water and also distilled water.

4). Burettes

It should be washed with hot soapy water then rinsed with tap water thoroughly, then rinse 3-4 times with deionized water.
