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In my own perspective Europe and North America are clearly  protecting the  rights of  refugees in the principle of non-refoulement. Since 1999,  the European Union has been working to create a common European Asylum system (CEAS) and improve the current legislative framework. in my view since the drafting of the European convention of rights, the protection of the rights of refugees had far existed even before the drafting of the convention. The European convention of rights and the European Union both handle the cases of protecting rights of refugees as it is presently stated in their charter. The European Union (E.U) have set up new rules regarding the protection of the rights of Asylum seekers and refugees which aims at fostering stronger co-operation to ensure that asylum seekers and refugees are treated equally in an open and far system.These rules are meant to promote and advocate for the protection of the rights of all refugees and asylum seekers . It is in this rules that Europe is able to defend the rights of all refugees and asylum seekers. Non- refoulement is the practice of not forcing refugees or asylum seekers to return to a country in which they are liable to be subjected to persecution. With the European convention of Human rights alongside with the European Union rights of Asylum seekers and refugees rights are strongly protected and defended.

In North America, the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees assists government in maintaining high standards of refugee protection. These standards ensure that asylum-seekers are granted full access to programs and procedures relating to refugees,that people of concern are given alternatives to detention and that all children are treated equally. This allows the notion Of North America promoting and defending the rights of refugee and asylum seekers. Countries in North America have the fundamental Human rights drafted into their various conventions thus allowing the protection of refugees as they are also humans whose rights have been violated in their various country of origin due to certain conditions encountered which prompted them to relocate to a safe environment without fear or rebuke.

In conclusion Europe and North America are still protecting and advocating the rights of refugees and asylum seekers globally. The European convention of Human rights and the European Union are in support of the protection of the rights of refugees across Europe while North America have its own convention and charters that backs up the realization, advocation and protection of rights of refugees throughout the region.
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
