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Ana 202 assignment : Discuss the anatomical implication of the covid-19 virus on our respiratory system

The Covid - 19 virus is classified under SARS Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome  and are enveloped, positive-stranded RNA viruses. 

The major target of the covid-19 virus is the lungs, The virus latches its spiky surface proteins to receptors on the healthy cells and replicates quickly as it travels down the windpipe to its preffered target damaging epithelial cells along the way although research underlined that nsp is able to block the host innate immune response , but once contacted the virus affects the upper respiratory tract, mouth, nose, larynx and bronchi  which can cause dry cough sneezing, muscle pain and fever 5 to 14 days after being infected(  81% of the infected suffer this) severe symptoms  such as pneumonia, bronchitis  and ARDS ( Acute Respiratory Distress Syndrome follow few days after mild symptoms manifest (14% of the infected suffer this ) and Critical cases include : respiratory failure, septic shock and organ failure only( 5% of infected persons suffer this ) 

ARDS causes fasts heart rate, sweating and dizziness, it damages the tissues and the blood vessels of the alveoli causing debris to collect inside making it very hard to breathe and reduces oxygen supply to the body in this case vebtilators are needed to support or assist breathig, but if difficulty still persists and enough oxygen still get doesn't get round the body it can lead to shut down of kidney, lungs and liver. 

As of now there is no vaccine or cure for the covid19 virus.
