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The Histological Basic Upper Respiratory System Attacked By Corona virus.

The Basic Upper respiratory system is also known as conducting portion of the respiratory system. It is made up of nasal cavity, tracheal and lungs. Most of the conducting portion is lined with cililated pseudostratified columnar epithelium that contains a rich population of goblet cells called the respiratory epithelium. The respiratory epithelium is also known as pseudostratified ciliated columnar epithelium.

The Corona virus (covid 19) which is currently today's Pandemic has a severe effect on the upper respiratory system. The Corona virus is passed through body contact, sneeze and cough of an infected person.

The respiratory epithelium is made up of five cells which help conduct oxygen into the body. They include; cililated columnar cells, goblet cells, brush cells, small granule cells and basal cells. The respiratory epithelium is the epithelium of the lungs.

The lungs is major area of target for the Corona virus because Corona virus is an RNA virus. RNA viruses are viruses that attack the lungs and sometimes liver. It happens when an individual inhales the sneeze of an infected person, the Corona virus then enters  into the body through the nasal cavity, followed by the trachea into the lungs which it attacks.

The lungs gets affected by the Corona virus and begins to rupture slowly, destroying the pseudo stratified cililated columnar epithelium responsible for conducting air. When this happens, it becomes difficult to take in oxygen or breathe out carbon dioxide and this leads to symptoms like Difficulty in breathing, unusual sneezing, dry cough etc. If a Corona virus infected person is not treated early, it may lead to death.
