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We have ten variants of Non Violence, briefly itemize them discussing in details their distinguishing characteristics.
NonResistance
It is the opposite of resistance whereby they refuse participation in war and in state by holding government office, voting or hating recourse to the courts. They pay their taxes however and do what the state demands so long as it is not inconsistent with what they consider to be their duty to God. This concept is religious. The non-resistants are concerned with being true to their beliefs and maintaining their own integrity rather than with attempts at social reconstruction.
Generic Nonviolence
Generic non violence includes a variety of types of violence. These vary widely on several point, such as whether non violence is viewed as intrinsically good or simply as an effective method of action, the degree of passitivity and activity, the presence or absence of strategy and whether the followers of the approach are "otherworldly" or "this worldly". These phenomena have in common only the abstention from physical violence, either generally or in meeting particular conflict situation.
Pacifism 
pacifism is knows as the belief systems of those persons and groups who as a minimum refuse participation in all international or civil wars or violent revolutions and base this refusal on moral, religious or ethical principle.
Active Reconciliation
This concept takes a lot of importance in personal reconciliation and improvement of someone  life before attempting to change others. It does not use coercion even nonviolent coercion but they try to convince their own opponent. They even place importance on the positive action on goodwill which they will use rather than going violent. This concept believes everyone can change. In fact Tolstoy and many of his followers and much Of The present society of friends are of this type of generic non-violence.
Moral Resistance 
The believers in this concept believe that evil should be resisted but only by peaceful and moral means. This concept friend upon individuals participating on evil such as war slavery or violence but it encourages speaking, writing and preaching against evil. Moral resistance takes education and persuasion especially individual example.
Selective Non-violence
Selective non-violence is the refusal to participate in particular violent conflict usually international wars. Examples are the international socialists during the first world war and Jehovah witnesses including nonpacifists who believe that the manufacture and use of nuclear weapons can never be justified. These international socialists object to war because they see it as a product of capitalism and see no reason why they should fight each other.
Passive Resistance 
It is a method of conducting conflict and achieving or thwarting social, economic or political changes. Passive resistance is preferred to violent resistance because the resisters lack the means of violence or are not likely to win by such methods. It is also actions which are not primarily selfmotivated or directed but instead are mainly reactions to the opponents. It can be practiced on the local, regional, national or international level. In fact a large number of strikes, boycotts and national non-cooperation movements are of this type of generic non-violence.
Satyagraha
This was developed by Mohandas Gandhi. Satyagraha means adherence to truth or reliance on truth. This truth means "essence of being" or "reality". A satyagrahi aims at attaining truth through love and right actions. The Satyagrahi seeks to turn the searchlight towards and to improve his own life so he does no harm to others. Satyagraha was developed by Gandhi through his searchings and experiments in his personal life and his efforts at combating social evils and building a better social order.
Non-violent Revolution
This is the most recent type of generic nonviolence. It is still very much a direction of developing thought and action rather than a fixed ideology and program. It is believed by nonviolent revolutionaries that major problems of today's world which are social have their origins at the root of individual and social life and can therefore be solved  only by a basic or revolutionary change in individuals and society.
Peaceful Resistance 
This is primarily a method of conducting conflict and achieving or thwarting social, political or economicl changes. The use of nonviolent methods of resistance may be regarded as intrinsically more democratic than than either violent resistance or passive acceptance of what are regarded as social evils. Peaceful resistance is generally more active than passive resistance. The best example of peaceful resistance is the Montgomery Alabama 1955 to 1957 Bus boycott.
