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The philosophy of study of social is an important dimension of social science which has been placed to analyze the problem of social science description and its relationship. It describes the social phenomenon within natural sciences as well as is concerned with the intellectual authority of various aspects of social science knowledge of the social world. Philosophy of social science deal with the generalized meaning of the thing and centered on sharing of experiences about the social world in which people's perspective differs from one another. Social science has always been multi-perspective and multicultural in nature which facilitates in providing various claimed about how to understand the social world. The study aims at unraveling the issues related to the key methodology of philosophical science in social research and depicting a brief sketch of relationship between philosophy and social research and finally tries it find out philosophical approaches change its patterns and take place in social research. 

           Philosophy foundations of social research have tended to be re-examined during the crises period but afterwards it, philosophers have tried to build to cataclysmic changes in fundamental and to reevaluate the philosophical ideas and thereby to overcome from previous depressions. The philosophical analysis of scientific explanation starts with the basic concept such as theory, action, fact and rationality. The philosophy of science identifies the interminable and circular quality of general things through questioning about fundamental aspects of things.
          Positivism is doctrine that the social science and, for that matter, all forms of philosophical enquiry, should strictly adhere to the method of the natural sciences. Positivism is a philosophy that states the only authentic knowledge is knowledge that is based on actual sense of experience as well as holds monopoly of knowledge in science. Positivism is a philosophical theory stating that certain knowledge is based on natural phenomena and their properties and relation.  Positivism holds valid knowledge. 
      WHAT IS SOCIAL SCIENCE
Social science is a systematic study of all aspect of human behavior and of the human conditions, using a methodology borrowed from natural sciences where never possible. No field of study is more important to human being than the social science .The discipline in social science; sociology, psychology, economics, political science, archaeology and anthropology .Social science deal with the institutions and functioning of human society and with the interpersonal relationships of individuals as members of society.  In social science Wilhelm Wundt is consider the father of Psychology. David Emile Durkheim, Karl Marx and Marx Weber are considered the considered the father of modern Linguistics.

Thus some scholar like J.S. Mill, T. m. Newcomb and Augusta comet have argued on whether it is not better to leave reason as motive, drive or intent and not cause. Nonetheless, there are some other scholars who insist that reasons can be treated as causes. One of such scholars is Robin Collingwood who argues to the extreme that reasons are not only causes but they are the ultimate causal power which lies in human and that ascribing causal power to inanimate things and object in the physical world may be too native of us. According to max Weber, methodology of science because inapplicable due to the object of study in social science is man, a rational being with freewill, desires, emotions and other scientient feature that come into play in his action or reaction.
