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       First of all social science is an area of study dedicated to the explanation of human behavior, interaction and manisfestations, either as an individual or the society at large or rather collectively as a group.

Social science is the scientific study of human society and social relationship, it is a subject within the field of social science, such as economics or politics.

Social sciences seek to employee the method of science in the investigation of social phenomena taking the human person as an object of study, there are objects of such endeavor.

Chapter 8 of the book "History and philosophy of science, A brief survey" talks about the meaning of social science, the problem of reasons and causes, and the problems of human person as an object of study in social sciences. Chapter 8 centers on the Philosophy of social science and applied sciences. It talks about the success recorded in natural science in the eighteenth and nineteenth century. the success was really huge on the social and intellectual life of the people then of Europe and they even started trusting the words of the scientists and even sought their opinion on matters unrelated to science such as law and forensic evidence. This all happened as a result of a change in the socio-cultural milieu of the time which explains why belief in science to any issue is called positivism. the sociocultural milieu is called the renaissance or the enlightment period.

      The intellectual community saw this as a threat to human happiness and survival. Romanticism gave rise to humanism and naturalism and works of art. Bertrand Russell puts this more succinctly when he said "the period of history which is common called "modern" has a mental outlook which differences from that of the medical period in many ways. Discipline, intellectual, moral and political, was associated in the minds of the men of Renaissance. The effect of the manoeuvering was overwhelming. Positivism rejects theorectical speculations that are not based on facts of experience as a means of obtaining knowledge. There are a lot of problems with this concept of ideal knowledge seeking enterprise which includes observation are concept-laden, observations are hypothesis-laden, observations are theory-laden, observations are value-laden, observations are interest-laden, observations are laden with culture-specific ontologies. 

To understand the problem with social sciences better, we need to understand that one of the essential features of science and scientific explanation is to provide a casual or correlation am connecting between an event and its cause. That is to explain why even A is the cause of events B which is the effect. But first, what does the principle of cause and effect mean? Although explication of causality goes back to David Home, Ernest Angel presents Hume's exposition of the notion of causation in a bullet form which is endearing to our analysis here. According to this account, for anything to be cause of another, the cause and effect must.

Another problem with the project of social science is that according to Max Weber, methodology of science becomes inapplicable due to the fact that the object of study in social science is man (a rational being) with freewill, emotions, desires and other sentimental features that comes into play in his actions or reactions. All these factors undermine the notion of predictability of behavior with which natural science is known to describe their principles and laws. For example, in economics, the law of demands and supply which predicts the human as a rational being will buy less when the price is high and buy more when the price is low. It was on this basis assumption of rational behavior that the law of demand and supply was formulated: the higher the demand, the higher the price, but the higher the supply the lower the price. It is referred to as market forces. It has been observed even by economists that these laws do not hold all the time since man does not behave rationally all the time.
