EFECTS OF THE LOCKDOWN DUE TO THE CORONAVIRUS PANDEMIC ON NIGERIANS.

Nigerians are facing some problems due to the sudden restriction of movements caused by the pandemic. 

The Coronavirus was a sudden pandemic that started in Wuhan, China. The virus spread globally and killed over a million people around the globe. The cure for the covid-19 disease, as it is called, has not been found and to prevent further drastic spreading of the virus, people have been instructed to stay indoors and observe personal and environmental hygiene. 

In Nigeria, the lockdown has also been observed and movement has also been restricted. Schools have closed and people were advised by the government to work from home, leaving only a few shops to remain open for people to buy groceries and other necessities.
