1. The viscerocranium or splanchnocranium is one of two areas that make up the skull.it is situated anteriorly to the neucranium which partly encapsulates it posteriorly.both from above and below. The viscerocranium comprises several bones that form the skeleton of the face,as well as parts of the jaw while neucranium also known as the braincase,brainpan is the upper and back part of the skull which forms a protective case around the brain. In the human skull,the neucranium includes the calvaria or skullcap.the remainder of the skulll is the facial skeleton.

2. Femoral triangle (or scrapa's triangle) is an anatomical region of the upper third of the thigh. It is a sub fascia space which appears as a triangular depression below the linguinal ligament when the thigh is flexed, abducted and laterally rotated.

Borders- superior border,lateral border,medial border

Contents- femoral nerve, femoral artery, femoral vein, femoral candle

3. Muscles of the gluteal region; gluteus Maximus, gluteus medius,gluteus minimus

     Muscles of the thigh: rectus femoris,satorius,vastus muscles, medial hip adductor muscles, posterior muscles

  Muscles of the leg:heads of gastrocnemius, plantaris, soleus, calcuneal tendon

  Muscles of the foot: extensor digitorum brevis, extensor hallucis brevis 

4. The virus starts affecting the throat then crawls progressively down the bronchial tubes reaches the lungs.
