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Question: Write a report, of not more than two pages, on the Coronavirus pandemic and the effects of the lockdown and restrictions of the movement of Nigerians.

Coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) is a viral disease caused by severe acute respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-2). The outbreak was identified in Wuhan, China, in December 2019. The World Health Organization declared the outbreak to be a Public Health Emergency of International Concern on 30 January 2020, and recognised it as a pandemic on 11 March 2020. As of 20 April 2020, more than 2.45 million cases of COVID-19 have been reported in 185 countries and territories, resulting in more than 168,000 deaths.

The virus that causes COVID-19 is mainly transmitted through droplets generated when an infected person coughs, sneezes, or speaks, i.e through droplets of saliva or discharge from the nose.. The droplets are too heavy to hang in the air so they quickly fall on floors or surfaces. You can be infected by breathing in the virus if you are within 1 metre of a person who has COVID-19, or by touching a contaminated surface and then touching your eyes, nose or mouth before washing your hands.

In Nigeria, the Coronavirus started with an Italian citizen who works in Nigeria and returned from Milan, Italy to Lagos, Nigeria on the 25th of February 2020, he had contact with some citizens unknowingly and they had contact with others which caused the virus to spread exponentially causing fear amongst Nigerian citizens and a lockdown which is still ongoing. 

The lockdown in Nigeria which was ordered  by the president started on the 30th of  March with Abuja and Lagos and was supposed to end after about two weeks but due to the increase in cases was extended for two more weeks with the inclusion of Ogun state.

The aim of the lockdown is to limit human contact and flatten the curve which is good but in the process of doing good, some citizens are suffering due to lack of supplies to stay home and those who live on daily income are having a rough time because they are not allowed to sell their wares and they don't have the means to survive the lockdown. In addition to those who live on their daily income, the homeless people have nowhere to go and they are at risk of contacting the virus or being punished by the soldiers.

The lockdown also restricts movement of citizens and due to that people cannot easily get what they need and  that businesses will suffer great loss so due to that, there will be an inflation in the prices of goods all round which affects everybody.Also, the lockdown caused schools all round to close abruptly which affects the school calendar and also the students, especially those writing exams.

Also, due to the fact that people are in their houses, robbers have used the opportunity to get into houses and rob people of their money and belongings which makes some people scared of being in their houses but there is nowhere to run to.
