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REPORT ON CORONA VIRUS PANDEMIC

WHAT IS CORONA VIRUS?

Corona virus are of different kinds and some cause disease. A newly identified type has caused a recent outbreak of respiratory illness now called covid-19. The virus spreads primarily through droplets of saliva or discharge from the nose when an infected person coughs or sneezes. There is no known vaccine or treatments for COVID-19 but some clinical trials are ongoing.

Symptoms of the virus include, cough,fever,shortness of breath,muscle aches,sore throat,unexplained loss of taste or smell, diarrhea and headache. In rare cases,COVID-19 can lead to severe respiratory problems,kidney failure or death. The corona virus was first reported in Wuhan a city in China in December 2019,some speculations are that it was linked to a seafood market in wuhan. Some people  who visited the market contacted serious case of pneumonia.At the end of 2019, 266 people had contacted the disease. 

Globally 169,967 people have died out of 2,474,857 confirmed cases and 645,165 recoveries. The country with the most cases is USA with a total of 789,360. In Europe it  mostly affected italy, Spain, Germany, UK, France. The prime minister and also Prince Charles of England contacted the disease but have recovered.

In Nigeria the first case of the disease was reported on 25th february by an Italian citizen who works in Nigeria and since then it has progressed to 627 cases, out of which 21 are dead and 170 recoveries leaving 436 active cases. The fatality rate at which people die is 1 in 30 which means Nigeria has been able to slow down the rate of spreading. Out of the 21 dead is Abba kyari the chief of staff to the Nigerian president.

The measures put in place to contain the virus are increased screening at airports,public awareness campaign,close down of both public and private schools, banning of public gatherings.,closure of markets, borders and churches,social distancing, restriction of movements and lockdown of major cities in the country

EFFECTS OF LOCKDOWN AND RESTRICTION OF MOVEMENT

· Future income; People who receive daily wages such as  carpenters, brick layers are not able to feed during this period because they are paid daily after every job hence the restriction of movements has rendered them helpless.

· Expenditures; the price of food stuffs and medicines has raised due to the lockdown other expenses like rent,electricity,transportation,fuel,toiletries and also emergency situations has also been affected

· Debts;  those who do not have money to feed result to borrowing and some people are not sure of how they are going to pay back their debts.

However there are also benefits of this lockdown such as It brings family together,parents who have busy work ethics are now stuck at home with their children which increases bonding time.
· It creates awarene of cleanliness; people are now conscious of washing their hands before they enter public places and also touching their faces or sneezing in the open and also cleaning all surfaces at their homes and work places.
