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         The coronavirus pandemic is an ongoing pandemic of coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) caused by severe acute respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2 .The virus is said to have originated from  bats and pangolins.The outbreak was identified in Wuhan, China, in December 2019. The World Health Organization declared the outbreak to be a Public Health Emergency of International Concern on 30 January 2020, and recognised it as a pandemic on 11 March 2020.As of 20 April 2020, more than 2.4 million cases of COVID-19 have been reported in 185 countries and territories, resulting in more than 165,000 deaths. More than 625,000 people have recovered leaving hope that the pandemic can be resolved.

     The virus is primarily spread between people during close contact,often via small droplets produced by coughing,sneezing, or talking.While these droplets are produced when breathing out, they usually fall to the ground or onto surfaces rather than remain in the air over long distances.People may also become infected by touching a contaminated surface and then touching their eyes, nose, or mouth. The virus can survive on surfaces for up to 72 hours.It is most contagious during the first three days after the onset of symptoms, although spread may be possible before symptoms appear and in later stages of the disease.Cpommon symptoms include fever, cough and shortness of breath.

          In Nigeria, the virus has hit nine states with Lagos having the largest number of on cases. There are 627 confirmed cases with 21 deaths and 170 recovered patients. These statistics are on the rise everyday. Authorities in country  have responded by implementing travel restrictions, quarantines, curfews and stay-at-home orders, workplace hazard controls, and facility closures. Many places have also worked to increase testing capacity and trace contacts of infected persons. In states like Lagos, Abuja and Ogun  has been on total lockdown. In these states, citizens can  only live their residences for living necessities. This lockdown and restricted movement  has a lot effects on Nigerians both economical and social. 

          Lagos is the country’s major economic centre as well as its financial capital. Ogun state borders Lagos state to the south and is notable for having a high concentration of industrial estates and being a major manufacturing hub. Abuja is the seat of government.With these states in lockdown the economy status of the country has declined.Those that will be affected the hardest will be households that rely on the day to day activities of self-employed individuals for consumption. These include the road hawkers, okada riders, taxi driver and small business owners. Without their daily source of income their families struggle  to live.

Since the lockdown has caused the close of many markets making the price of food products skyrocketed . This situation has  increased the burden if the poor Nigerians causing them to indulge in crime like robbery to make ends meet. People are now living in fear that their homes maybe next on the list of these robbers. Although the government has acknowledged that the restrictions may make it hard for people to feed themselves and so “relief materials” were to be distributed to communities around the states affected.The is method is not effecttive enough.Nigerians also have to spend the money they need for living necessities on buying fuel for their generator because the government cannot provide constant electricity.

 The end of this lockdown and restricted movement is unknown and Nigerians are getting anxious. The burden of  meeting the cost of living with no income is becoming tiring.Nigeria is a third world country and does not have the means to take care of it's citizens effectively but the government can do more than what they are doing presently to help it's toocitizens. 
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
