SPERMATOGENESIS:

In testis, immaure male germ cell produce sperms by spermatogenesis.The spermatogonia present in the inside wall of seminiferous tubule multiply by mitotic division.Some spermatogonium called primary spermatocyte undergo meiosis,A primary spermatocyte completes first meiotic division to give rise to the secondary spermatocyte.After undergoing second meiotic division, spermatids are produced.By spermiogenesis, these spermatids form Spermatozoa.

TESTOSTERONE

Testosterone: A "male hormone" -- a sex hormone produced by the testes that encourages the development of male sexual characteristics, stimulates the activity of the male secondary sex characteristics.Testosterone is the most potent of the naturally occurring androgens. The androgens cause the development of male sex characteristics, such as a deep voice and a beard; they also strengthen muscle tone and bone mass.

SEMEN

Semen is a greyish white bodily fluid that is secreted by the gonads of male animals. It carries sperm or the spermatozoa and fructose and other enzymes that help the sperm to survive to facilitate successful fertilization.The whitish opalescence is due to the large amount of protein that it contains and its slightly turbid appearance is due to the spermatozoa contained within it.

MALE ORGASM

The typical result of a male orgasm is ejaculation of sperm through muscle contractions.Although it seems simple enough, the male orgasm is actually a complex process.Men achieve orgasm through a series of steps involving a number of organs, hormones, blood vessels, and nerves working together. The typical result is ejaculation of fluid that may contain sperm through strong muscle contractions.

MALE INFERTILITY

This is when a man can't get a woman pregnant.Below are some of  the causes of male infertility.

1.physical problem with the testicles

2.Blockages in the ducts that carry sperm.
