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Report on the coronavirus pandemic and the effect of the lockdown and restrictions of movement on Nigeria .

Introduction 

The coronavirus (covid- 19) outbreak began in wihan in China hebei province as a localized disease in 2019 and within a short time span it has rapidly crossed countries and continent and become a full blown pandemic. 

In Nigeria the first case was confirmed on 27 February 2020 when an Italian man in Lagos tested positive for the virus on 9 March a second case was found in ofun state a Nigerian citizen who has come in contact with the Italian citizen,10 more cases were were discovered by 21 March, on 23 March Nigeria confirmed it first casualty a 67 year old male who had returned from the United kingdom and has underlying health conditions. As of 8 April 2020 a total of 238 cases were recorded with five death and 35 recovery as of 19th April Nigeria had 627 cases, 170 recovery and 21 death.

Preventive measure put in place by the Nigerian government.
Presently many state are in total or partial lockdown, on 28 January the fct assured citizens of it's readiness to strengthen surveillance at five international airport in the country on 31 January following the development of the pandemic in main land China and other countries world wide, the federal government set up a coronavirus preparedness group to mitigate the impact of the virus if it eventually spreads on the same day world health organization (WHO) listed Nigeria among the 13 afiri an countries identified as high risk for the spread of the virus.

President Buhari has established a presidential taskforce for the control of the virus. All educational institutions were closed down and the 20 national sport festival was postponed, on 18 march the federal government announced that Travellers from 13 high risk countries would not be allowed to enter the country until after the pandemic and has stopped issuing of visas from these countries. The first official lockdown started on 30th March,2020 and lasted for two weeks and the president announced another lockdown on  13th  April, 2020 which will last for another two weeks .

Personal preventive measure given by the NCDC:

1. Washing of hands with soap and water for atleast 20 seconds.
2. Use of alcohol based hand sanitizer.
3. Wearing of nose mask and hand gloves when going out to the public 
4. Avoid social gathering.
