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      THE EFFECT OF LOCKDOWN AND RESTRICTIONS OF MOVEMENT DUE TO CORONAVIRUS ON NIGERIANS

    The coronavirus pandemic is exacerbating threats to press freedom around the world, with authoritarian states including China and Iran suppressing details of the outbreak.

    Paris-based Reporters Without Borders (RSF) said in its annual press freedom rankings the pandemic was “highlighting and amplifying the many crises” already casting a shadow on press freedom.

The outbreak had encouraged some regimes to “take advantage of the fact people are stunned and mobilisation has weakened to impose measures that would be impossible to adopt in normal times”, RSF secretary-general Christophe Deloire told AFP. 

  In Nigeria,The first confirmed case of the pandemic of coronavirus disease 2019 in Nigeria was announced on 27 February 2020, when an Italian citizen in Lagos tested positive for the virus, caused by SARS-CoV-2. On 9 March 2020, a second case of the virus was reported in Ewekoro, Ogun State, a Nigerian citizen who had contact with the Italian citizen.

  Till date, 665 cases have been confirmed, 188 cases have been discharged and twenty two deaths have been recorded in Nigeria

• The 38 new cases are reported from eight states- Kano (23), Gombe (5), Kaduna (3), Abia (2), Borno (2), Sokoto (1), Ekiti (1), FCT (1).

• A multi-sectoral national emergency operations centre (EOC), activated at Level 3, continues to coordinate the national response activities.
