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Assignment : Write a report, of not more than two pages, on the Corona virus pandemic and the effects of the lock down and restriction of the movement on Nigerian's. 

         Corona virus which have its biological name as Covid -19 is an infectious disease caused by a newly discovered Corona virus.  Corona virus is a large family of viruses that are known to cause illness ranging from the common cold to more severe diseases such as Middle East Respiratory Syndrome  (MERS) and Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome  (SARS). 

       Corona virus is deadly in the sense that it can easily be transmitted from person to person, usually after close contact with an infected patient, for example, in a household, workplace or health centre. Common signs include respiratory symptoms, fever, cough, shortness of breath, and breathing difficulties. in more severe cases, infection can cause pneumonia, severe acute respiratory syndrome, kidney failure and even death. The Covid -19 virus spreads primarily through droplets of saliva or discharge from the nose when an infected person coughs or sneezes. There is no specific vaccine or treatment for Corona virus disease. 

       The first case of Corona virus disease  (Covid -19 ) in Nigeria was confirmed by the federal ministry of health in Lagos state. The case which was confirmed on the 27th of February 2020, was the first case to be reported in Nigeria since the beginning of the outbreak in China in January 2020. The case is an Italian citizen who works in Nigeria and returned from Milan, Italy to Lagos, Nigeria on the 25th February 2020. He was confirmed by the Virology Laboratory of the Lagos University Teaching Hospital, part of the Laboratory network of Nigeria Centre for Disease Control.  

        The Federal Government of Nigeria went into action on how to curb the spread of the virus and thus implemented a sweeping quarantine to three major states that are home to almost thirty million people in a bid to slow down the spread of the new Corona virus in Africa's most populous country.  The lock down in Lagos, Abuja and Ogun kicked in at 11 pm local time ( 22:00 GMT ) on Monday and will stay in place for at least two weeks, President Muhammadu Buhari announced on Sunday, a little over a month after Nigeria confirmed it's first case. 

     Recently, Africa's largest Economy, has extended it's lock down by two weeks in Lagos, 

Abuja, and Ogun states. The president Muhammadu Buhari said the extension will come into effect at 11 :59 pm on Monday 13th of April 2020 as of last week Monday. This was said by H.E Muhammadu Buhari, President of the Federal Republic of Nigeria on the Extension of Covid - 19 Pandemic Lock down At the State House, Abuja. Monday 13th April 2020 in his address to his fellow Nigerian's. 

       As a result of the Corona virus pandemic outbreak, following the lock down and restriction of movement on Nigerian's, there have being implications, effective and cause of this outcome. The lock down has affected the economy in the sense that people that run their business cannot do so again, there is no more trading that is buying and selling of goods and services in the country which helps in the growth of the economy and also helps in the circulation of money.  This lock down have led to the stagnancy of the Economy instead of progress in the Economy. 

       The lock down also led to the temporarily closure of schools and academic institutions which has bad effects on students and undergraduates that are in Educational centres. They now learn from home through online classes which takes a lot of data because of zoom / FaceTime when teaching. It also drifts the attention of student from studying their books and at times there is no active participation as it is when in normal classes together with teachers. Also, the restriction have led to suspension of social gathering; like churches, mosques e.t.care closed down. Cremona events like wedding, child naming ceremony, birthdays e.t.c are also suspended. 

         Another major effect of this lock down is that there is now shortage of food which is now leading to hunger in the country. People that have their means of livelihood from petty trades, hawking e.t.c are re now experiencing starvation because they can't run their daily activities so as to get food to eat and this have also led to different sicknesses in the country. Not only because of shortage of food but also people are stuck in their house without a way of moving around which helps in exercising and keeping the body fit.  Also as a result of this people use their time to over think which is not good to the health. 

          Majorly, one of the most common and dreadful effect of this lock down is that people now come to steal and forcefully take items and properties from others. Stealing is on rampage, states like Lagos experience such where a group of thieves popularly known as' one million boys ' comes to people's abode and forcefully take their items ,properties and valuable,  at times they leave the house killing the occupants of the house and this is very bad. 

            The lock down and restriction on Nigerian's have another positive effect in the sense that it helps the government to curb and slow down the spread of Corona virus in the country. With this way, and the adhering of this instructions people can be safe and cannot contract the deadly virus which has no cure or vaccine up to date. 
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
