                                            The Corona Virus ( COVID-19)

              Corona Virus is a pandemic that has affected the human world. Ever since the outbreak,the world has come to a stand still. The 2019-20 Coronavirus pandemic is an ongoing pandemic of Coronavirus Disease 2019(COVID19) caused by Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome Coronavirus 2(SARS-COV2).The outbreak was identified in Wuhan, China in December 2019. The World Health Organization (WHO) declared the outbreak to be a Public Health Emergency of International concern on January 30th, 2020 and recognized it as a pandemic on 11th March, 2020. As of 21st, 2020, more that 2.55 million cases of COVID-19 have been reported in 185 countries and territories, resulting in more than 176,000 deaths. More than 679,000 people have recovered, although there may be a possibility of reinfection.

            The virus is primarily spread between people during close contact,via small droplets produced by coughing,sneezing, or talking. While these droplets are produced when breathing out, they usually fall to the ground or onto surfaces rather than remain in the air over long distances.People may also become infected by touching a contaminated surface and then touching their eyes, nose, or mouth. The virus can survive on surfaces for up to 72 hours.It is most contagious during the first three days after the onset of symptoms, although spread may be possible before symptoms appear and in later stages of the disease.Common symptoms include fever, cough and shortness of breath. Complications may include pneumonia and acute respiratory distress syndrome.The time from exposure to onset of symptoms is typically around five days, but may range from two to fourteen days.There is no known vaccine or specific antiviral treatment.Primary treatment is symptomatic and supportive therapy.

Recommended preventive measures include hand washing, covering one's mouth when coughing, maintaining distance from other people, and monitoring and self-isolation for people who suspect they are infected.Authorities worldwide have responded by implementing travel restrictions, quarantines, curfews and stay-at-home orders, workplace hazard controls, and facility closures. Many places have also worked to increase testing capacity and trace contacts of infected persons.

                  The pandemic has caused severe global socioeconomic disruption, including one of the largest global recessions in history. It has led to the postponement or cancellation of sporting, religious, political and cultural events,widespread supply shortages exacerbated by panic buying,and (due to reduced automotive travel and closure of polluting industries) decreased air pollution and carbon emissions.Schools, universities and colleges have closed either on a nationwide or local basis in 196 countries, affecting approximately 98.4 per cent of the world's student population.As part of attempts to limit the spread of Covid-19, governments have instituted lock-down measures and banned public gatherings. Lagos, Africa’s largest city with 21 million people, is attempting to do the same. The state government has asked schools to shut down and banned public gatherings of more than 50 people, particularly religious congregations. Abuja, Lagos and Ogun States have been put to a Lockdown Section twice in a roll thereby no movements at all and selected days for restocking foodstuffs. In the remaining States, there have been partial Lockdown, specific market stalls are allowed to sell. Few organizations also allow very little number of workers to come to their workplaces and many are working from home. Alot of State Governments have enough Isolation centers but there is shortage of Oxygen and Ventilators in some State's Isolation centers. The Federal Governments are trying their very best to control this Pandemic. So far, there have been 665 cases, with 22 deaths and 188 people recovering from the Virus. The Lockdown both totally and partially has affected alot of Nigerians and many are complaining. By the grace of God, Nigerians will fight this Virus and the World at Large.
