The man who is the heir to the widow has the additional family responsibility of adopting the widow’s family. He also adopts the deceased person’s children, calling them his and making no distinction between them and his own children.this type of family is divided into matrilineal and patriloneal. The nuclear family of the mother, father, and their children constitutes the smallest unit of the Baganda kinship system, the traditional family consists of several nuclear units held in association by a common father because the Baganda people are patrilineal, the household family also includes other relatives of the father such as younger unmarried or widowed sisters, aged parents, and children of the father’s clan sent to be brought up by him. Included in this same bigger household will be servants, female slaves, and their children.The father remains the head of the nuclear family units.
