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Covid-19 is an infectious disease caused by severe active respiratory syndrome corona virus 2( SARS- COV-2). The disease was first identified in December, 2019 in Wuhan, the capital of China's hubei province and has since spread globally, resulting in the ongoing 2019-2020 coranavirus pandemic. 

The first confirmed case of what was then an unknown corona virus was traced back to November 2019 in hubei.

Common symptoms include fever, cough and shortness of breath, other symptoms may include fatigue, muscle pain, diarrhoea, sore throat, loss of smell and abdominal pain. The time from exposure to onset of symptoms is typically around five days but may range from two to fourteen days. While the majority of cases result in mild symptoms, some progress to viral pneumonia and multi - organ failure.

The virus is primarily spread between people during close contact, often via small droplets quickly fall on objects or onto surfaces but with certain medical procedures can hang in the air for long periods. 

The effects of the lockdown and isolation measures taking up to help battle with the spread of the disease has been very drastic on the youth, this lock down method have vacated children from schools thus causing delay in education, students were ordered to vacate all school premises, in order to curtail the spread and this order have caused children to be out of school for long periods of time. The lockdown has also caused an increase in hunger because there are some families that are not really well to do and get their income from daily hustle like Hawking and other artisan jobs like sewing, seeming, cobler work and so on. Due to the lockdown this families are unable to generate any income or they generate a low income in a favourable case. Thus not enabling them provide food for themselves. It also increases hunger and lack of money for those working in the private sector cause as they are on lockdown, they would be on unpaid leave from work
