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1.The system was based on dividing the plant kingdom into those plants with concealed reproductive organs (non-floral), the (Cryptogamae, = hidden reproduction) and those with visible reproductive organs (floral), the (Phanerogamae, = visible reproduction).[6] Moreover, Eichler was the first taxonomist to separate the Phanerogamae into Angiosperms and Gymnosperms and the former into Monocotyledonae and Dicotyledonae.[7] His primary ranks were Divisions.

The vegetative reproduction produces daughter cells with retained genetical material(mitosis).When a chlamydomonas undergoes vegetative reproduction the flagella is lost nucleus divides also the cytoplasm.The daughter cells are called zoospores 

Sexual reproductiom occurs when nutrient and water is low.The organism is triggered to produce gametes other than spores.The process by which tjey fuse is called Isogamy.they fuse to produce a diploid organism.The zygote would produce 4 daughter cells that are haploid.Caryogamy is the fusion of t he nucleus and plasmogamy is the fusion of t he cytoplasm.The zygote can develop a thick covering called the zygospore before further division occurs
