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In 1883 Eichler divided the  kingdom plantae into two ​​sub-kingdom namely:cryptogamae and phanerogamae. 

SUB-KINGDOM CRYPTOGAMAE 

the embryo  if present  is  naked and it is called spores 

The  reproductive  organs is not clearly  visible 

They are lower  plants and they do not bear flowers or seed 

SUB-KINGDOM PHANEROGAMAE 

they bear  flower and seed hence they are called spermatophyta.

Seed are the result of sexual  reproductive processes 

They are well differentiated  into  stems,  root and leaves.

Examples are: gymnosperms and angiosperms .

         2.Algae serves as a source of food .they are used as direct food  source to several marine animals.

they are also used as a source of vitamins. Vitamins A,B and E are found abundantly  in sea weeds. 

        3.Unicellular form of algae are plant like autothrophs and they contain  chlorophyll. Diatoms a unicellular algae that has siliceous  walls are the most abundant  form of algae in the ocean although  they can be found in freshwater also.

           4. Reproduction can either be asexual or sexual. Asexual  reproduction  leads to two daughter cells with the Same  genetic  material  as the mother  cell. Sexual  representation  involves  pairing of gametes which is monogamous because the gametes are   morphorllogically identical. 

           5.PANDORINA

It's a genius of green algae.

Its has a unicellular motile thallus.

Its sexual reproduction is anisogamous.

VOLVEX: 

it has a multicellular  motile thallus.

Its sexual reproduction is oogamus.

Its complex  form is pandorina. 

         6.FUCUS:Its a genus of brown algae which are found in rocks of the sea shores. The body of the plant is flattened, dichotomously-branched thallus with a mid rib . The body has air bladders  which aids the plants to float. It varies  in size from a few centimetres to about  2 meters in length.
