2 WOHLER
Friedrich Wohler is a german chemist. He is known for his work in inorganic chemistry and synthesis of urea.

3 MULDER
Gerardus Johannes Mulder was a Dutch organic and analytical chemist discovered proteins.

4 WILBUR ATWATER 
He is regarded as the father of nutritional science. He is known for his studies of human nutrition and metabolism.
5 HARRIETTE CHICK
She was a microbiologist, scientist and nutritionist. She demonstrated the roles of sunlight and cod liver oil in preventing rickets
6 H. M EVANS AND KATHARINE BISHOP 
In 1922, they discovered vitamins E and K.

7 GEORGE AND MILDRED BURR

In 1929, they discovered essential fatty acids
