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Pyrimethamine
An antiparasitic drug used in the prevention and treatment of toxoplasmosis and malaria.

Mefloquine
An antimalarial agent used as a schizonticidal agent.

Quinine
An alkaloid used to treat uncomplicated Plasmodium falciparum malaria.

Amodiaquine
For treatment of acute malarial attacks in non-immune subjects.

Primaquine
An antimalarial indicated to prevent relapse of vivax malaria.

Proguanil
A medication indicated for prophylaxis and treatment of Plasmodium falciparum malaria.

Halofantrine
An antimalarial used for the treatment of severe malaria.

Hydroxychloroquine
An antimalarial medication used to treat uncomplicated cases of malaria and for chemoprophylaxis in specific regions. Also a disease modifying anti-rheumatic drug (DMARD) indicated for treatment of rheumatoid arthritis and lupus erythematosus.

Artemether
An antimalarial agent used in combination with lumefantrine for the treatment of acute uncomplicated malaria caused by Plasmodium falciparum.

Lumefantrine
An antimalarial agent used in combination with artemether for the treatment of acute uncomplicated malaria caused by Plasmodium falciparum.

Artesunate
For the treatment of severe malaria caused by Plasmodium falciparum in adults and children

Artenimol
For the treatment of uncomplicated Plasmodium falciparum infection in adults, children, and infants aged 6 months and up weighing over 5 kg [FDA Label]. Used in combination with DB13941.

Pyronaridine
Pyronaridine has been investigated for the treatment of Malaria.

Artemotil
Artemotil, also known as β-arteether, is a semi-synthetic derivative of artemisinin and a fast acting blood schizonticide specifically indicated for the treatment of chloroquine-resistant Plasmodium falciparum malaria and cerebral malaria...

Atovaquone
An antimicrobial indicated for the prevention and treatment of Pneumocystis jirovecii pneumonia (PCP) and for the prevention and treatment of Plasmodium falciparum malaria.

Piperaquine
For the treatment of uncomplicated Plasmodium falciparum infection in adults, children, and infants aged 6 months and up weighing over 5 kg [FDA Label]. Used in combination with DB11638.

Quinidine
A medication used to restore normal sinus rhythm, treat atrial fibrillation and flutter, and treat ventricular arrhythmias.

Quinacrine
For the treatment of giardiasis and cutaneous leishmaniasis and the management of malignant effusions.

Sulfadoxine
A long acting sulfonamide used for the treatment or prevention of malaria.

Tafenoquine
An antiparasitic agent used for the treatment and prevention of relapse of Vivax malaria
