I.2030 Agenda for sustainable development

      In September 2015, the General Assembly adopted the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development that includes 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). Building on the principle of “leaving no one behind”, the new Agenda emphasizes a holistic approach to achieving sustainable development for all.

The 17 sustainable development goals (SDGs) to transform our world:

GOAL 1: No Poverty-The SDGs are a bold commitment to finish what we started, and end poverty in all forms and dimensions by 2030. This involves targeting the most vulnerable, increasing basic resources and services, and supporting communities affected by conflict and climate-related disasters.

GOAL 2: Zero Hunger-The SDGs aim to end all forms of hunger and malnutrition by 2030, making sure all people–especially children–have sufficient and nutritious food all year. This involves promoting sustainable agricultural, supporting small-scale farmers and equal access to land, technology and markets. It also requires international cooperation to ensure investment in infrastructure and technology to improve agricultural productivity.

GOAL 3: Good Health and Well-beingGood health is essential to sustainable development and the 2030 Agenda reflects the complexity and interconnectedness of the two.
GOAL 4: Quality Education-Achieving inclusive and quality education for all reaffirms the belief that education is one of the most powerful and proven vehicles for sustainable development. This goal ensures that all girls and boys complete free primary and secondary schooling by 2030. It also aims to provide equal access to affordable vocational training, to eliminate gender and wealth disparities, and achieve universal access to a quality higher education.

GOAL 5: Gender Equality-Ending all discrimination against women and girls is not only a basic human right, it’s crucial for sustainable future; it’s proven that empowering women and girls helps economic growth and development.

GOAL 6: Clean Water and Sanitation-Safe and affordable drinking water for all by 2030 requires we invest in adequate infrastructure, provide sanitation facilities, and encourage hygiene. Protecting and restoring water-related ecosystems is essential.

GOAL 7: Affordable and Clean Energy-Investing in solar, wind and thermal power, improving energy productivity, and ensuring energy for all is vital if we are to achieve SDG 7 by 2030.

GOAL 8: Decent Work and Economic Growth-The SDGs promote sustained economic growth, higher levels of productivity and technological innovation. Encouraging entrepreneurship and job creation are key to this, as are effective measures to eradicate forced labour, slavery and human trafficking. With these targets in mind, the goal is to achieve full and productive employment, and decent work, for all women and men by 2030.

GOAL 9: Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure-Technological progress is also key to finding lasting solutions to both economic and environmental challenges, such as providing new jobs and promoting energy efficiency. Promoting sustainable industries, and investing in scientific research and innovation, are all important ways to facilitate sustainable development.

GOAL 10: Reduced Inequality

GOAL 11: Sustainable Cities and Communities-Making cities sustainable means creating career and business opportunities, safe and affordable housing, and building resilient societies and economies. It involves investment in public transport, creating green public spaces, and improving urban planning and management in participatory and inclusive ways.

 GOAL 12: Responsible Consumption and Production-The efficient management of our shared natural resources, and the way we dispose of toxic waste and pollutants, are important targets to achieve this goal. Encouraging industries, businesses and consumers to recycle and reduce waste is equally important, as is supporting developing countries to move towards more sustainable patterns of consumption by 2030.

GOAL 13: Climate Action-Supporting vulnerable regions will directly contribute not only to Goal 13 but also to the other SDGs. These actions must also go hand in hand with efforts to integrate disaster risk measures, sustainable natural resource management, and human security into national development strategies.

GOAL 14: Life Below Water-The SDGs aim to sustainably manage and protect marine and coastal ecosystems from pollution, as well as address the impacts of ocean acidification. 

GOAL 15: Life on Land-Urgent action must be taken to reduce the loss of natural habitats and biodiversity which are part of our common heritage and support global food and water security, climate change mitigation and adaptation, and peace and security.

GOAL 16: Peace and Justice Strong Institutions-The SDGs aim to significantly reduce all forms of violence, and work with governments and communities to end conflict and insecurity. Promoting the rule of law and human rights are key to this process, as is reducing the flow of illicit arms and strengthening the participation of developing countries in the institutions of global governance.

GOAL 17: Partnerships to achieve the Goal-The goals aim to enhance North-South and South-South cooperation by supporting national plans to achieve all the targets. Promoting international trade, and helping developing countries increase their exports is all part of achieving a universal rules-based and equitable trading system that is fair and open and benefits all.

Ii.WHO GPW 13

Based on the Sustainable Development Goals, the 13th General Programme of Work (GPW) sets out WHO’s strategic direction for the next five years. It also outlines how the Programme will be implemented and provides a framework to measure progress.

Thirteenth general programme of work, 2019-2023

The central focus of GPW 13 is impact in countries. It articulates WHO’s mission to promote health, keep the world safe and serve the vulnerable. 

GPW 13 is structured around key interconnected strategic priorities:

1.ensuring healthy lives and well-being for all at all ages;

2.achieving universal health coverage;

3.addressing health emergencies and promoting healthier populations.

These priorities are linked to three bold targets:

1.One billion more people to benefit from universal health coverage.

2.One billion more people better protected from health emergencies; and,

3.One billion more people enjoying better health and well-being.

They are supported by three strategic shifts: 

1.stepping up leadership;

2.driving public health impact in every country; and,

3.focusing global public goods on impact.

WHO is committed to ensuring gender equality, equity and rights-based approaches to health that enhance participation, build resilience and empower communities.

 Making WHO fit-for-purpose

To boost impact for the people we serve, WHO announced the most wide-ranging reforms in the Organization’s history in March 2019.

WHO’s transformation, aligned with the wider United Nations reform agenda, also aims to enhance our normative and technical work to ensure it better meets the needs of all 194 Member States.

Are-Ekiti is a community in Ekiti State. The department of Public health,Afe Babalola university embarked on Community posting there on the 16th March,2020.The posting was cut short and lasted for a period of four days due to the corona virus outbreak.

During the period of stay at the community, we visited primary healthcare centres and volunteered there on the community's immunization day which holds every Wednesday.

The Immunization day had a lot of experiences with it.These experiences we had include:

-Witnessing the health education given to the mothers

-weight record and chart trace of infants

-immunization of infants with different vaccines, depending on their age.

-Giving of vitamins to the infants.

1.No poverty:

Eradicating poverty in all its forms remains one of the greatest challenges facing humanity.Many lack food, clean drinking water and sanitation.  Women are more likely to be poor than men because they have less paid work, education, and own less property.

Relating no poverty as an SDG  to Are-Ekiti community, poverty can be reduced to the bearest minimum  by empowering women with handworks such as soap making,tailoring, baking and the likes which would help them earn money from it.Also enlightening the men in which most of them are framers on ways to improve their crops and also exposing them to larger agricultural markets there by helping them to earn more from sales of their produce.

2.Zero hunger:

      Hunger is closely associated with poverty.We can reduce hunger in the community by donating food materials to the most vulnerable in the community.

3.Quality Education

This sustainable Development Goal aims to provide equal access to affordable vocational training, to eliminate gender and wealth disparities, and achieve universal access to a quality higher education.

Relatimg this to Are-Ekiti community, during the exercise at the primary healthcare centre,it was noticed that most of the mothers had little knowledge on English language which made it a bit difficult for good communication.

Quality education can be achieved in this area by organizing adult education classes and also getting volunteers to teach the people of the community how to communicate better being that communication would help achieve better in all areas including trade.Education is one of the most powerful and proven vehicles for sustainable development.

4.Clean water and sanitation

Clean water and sanitation are essential for Sustainable development.

The community Are-Ekiti does not have clean water and sanitation habits there is poor.

This can be improved by health education .The people in the community can be taught on how to purify their drinking water by boiling until the government is able to make clean water available in their community. They can also be taught on proper sanitation habits starting with clean hands,neat environments and avoiding open defication.It would go a long way in achieving the goal of sustainable development in this area.

5.Affordable and clean energy

This is essential for daily activities.

The best way to get affordable and cheap energy in the community is to write to the government or write to wealthy people to help them.

If that doesn't attract help,we as a department (public health), make available solar energy for the community as a community project.

The overall way of achieving the listed goals needed for the community is to try and help them as a department We can try as much as we can in all ways,including writing to organizations for aids as well as creating sensitization about such a community via various platforms .
