Focus areas for 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development "transforming our world "
This document includes 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and 169 global targets, and describes itself as a transformative plan of action for people, planet and prosperity that all countries and all stakeholders will implement. Six of the goals relate directly to disaster risk reduction, recognizing that reducing exposure and vulnerability of the poor to disasters is essential for sustainable poverty eradication, and underlining the importance of resilient infrastructure, improved urban planning, and climate adaption and ecosystem protection.

The document highlights poverty eradication as the overarching goal of the new development agenda and has at its core the integration of the economic, social and environmental dimensions of sustainable development. It calls for action by all countries, poor, rich and middle-income. Member States pledge that as they embark on this collective journey, no one will be left behind. The ‘five Ps’—people, planet, prosperity, peace, and partnership—capture the broad scope of the agenda.

The environmental dimension of sustainable development is covered in the goals on oceans and marine resources and on ecosystems and biodiversity, bringing core issues into the goal and target framework.

The means of implementation outlined in the outcome document match its ambitious goals and focus on finance, technology and capacity development. In addition to a stand-alone goal on the means of implementation for the new agenda, specific means are tailored to each of the sustainable development goals.

The targets was adopted on 25 September 2015 by Heads of State and Government at a special UN summit. The Agenda is a commitment to eradicate poverty and achieve sustainable development by 2030 world-wide, ensuring that no one is left behind. The adoption of the 2030 Agenda was a landmark achievement, providing for a shared global vision towards sustainable development for all.
The journey started in June 2012, where Governments decided to develop global Sustainable Development Goals, building on the Millennium Develop

In August 2017a draft cocept note for GPW 13 was developed with input from member state and the Secretariat , including regional director and WHO country representative base on external evaluation of WHO's work. Based on the Sustainable Development Goals, the 13th General Programme of Work (GPW) sets out WHO's strategic direction for the next five years. It also outlines how the Programme will be implemented and provides a framework to measure progress. The central focus of GPW 13 is impact in countries. GPW 13 is focused on the three interconnected strategic priorities to ensure healthy lives and promote well-being for all at all ages: achieving universal health coverage (UHC), addressing health emergencies and promoting healthier populations.

GPW 13 is structured around key interconnected strategic priorities:ensuring healthy lives and well-being for all at all ages;achieving universal health coverage;
addressing health emagencies and promoting healthier populations.
These priorities are linked to three bold targets:
1.One billion more people to benefit from universal health coverage.
2.One billion more people better protected from health emergencies; and,
3. One billion more people enjoying better health and well-being.
They are supported by three strategic shifts: 
1.stepping up leadership; 
2.driving public health impact in every country; and,
3. Focusing global public goods on impact.
WHO is committed to ensuring gender equality, equity and rights-based approaches to health that enhance participation, build resilience and empower communities.
WHO’s transformation, aligned with the wider United Nations reform agenda, also aims to enhance our normative and technical work to ensure it better meets the needs of all 194 Member States.  Goal is clear - to make WHO a modern organization that works seamlessly to make a measurable difference in people’s health at country level.After establishing the new strategy, the GPW13, embarked on a radical redesign of core processes and operating model to enable their vision of a WHO that works seamlessly to deliver on the triple billion targets and beyond.
