Copyright is literally means the right to copy or reproduce. Copyright is a proprietary right which confers exclusive rights to authorise or prohibit a wide range of activities relating to qualified subject matter. These activities include the performance, translation, adaptation, publication and other forms of use or exploitation  of the protected work.

When a work contains a valid notice, an infringer cannot claim in court that he or she didn’t know it was copyrighted. This makes it easier to win a copyright infringement case and perhaps collect enough damages to make the cost of the case worthwhile. And the very existence of a copyright notice might discourage infringement.

     The second issue is qualification of author. If his nationality affects. The case under this issue is Microsoft Corp. V. Franike Associates ltd. This requirement applies to all categories of works: Before a person can qualify for copyright protection under Nigerian law, there must be some connection between the author and Nigeria, This could be in respect of the nationality or domicile of the author, place of first publication, government works and by virtue of international agreements. John was a domicile in Nigeria because he attended a nigeria school although he is Ghanaian.
