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Differentiate between lexemes and tokens with examples.

Lexeme is a sequence of characters from the input that match a pattern. It is also a sequence of characters in the source program that matches the pattern for a token and is identified by the lexical analyser as an instance of that token. 

Tokens are symbolic names for the entities that make up the text of the program. The token name is an abstract symbol representing a kind of lexical unit, e.g., a particular keyword, or sequence of input characters denoting an identifier.
