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Economists, engineering managers, project managers, and indeed any person involved in decision making must be able to analyze the financial outcome of his or her decision. Juxtapose this statements in three sentences
1. Every person involved in the decision making of an engineering project has to consider the weight imposed on the finances by their decisions. For instance, the project managers have to know the right choice of material needed too complete the project. Ie material must be economic and durable.
2. Economists are necessary for analysing data using mathematical models, statistical techniques, and software which have been proposed by engineering managers on a project. Economists working for corporations help managers and decisionmakers understand how the economy will affect their business. Specifically, economists may analyze issues such as consumer demand and sales to help a company maximize its profits. 
3. An engineering manager is responsible for ensuring that key projects and engineering duties are fulfilled. They are responsible for solving any engineering issue that comes up in a project. Hence they work hand in hand with project managers who have already laid out the plan and line of work
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
