Write a short note on implantation

ANSWER

In humans, implantation is the stage of pregnancy at which the embryo adheres to the wall of the uterus. At this stage of prenatal development, the conceptus is called a blastocyst. It is by this adhesion that the embryo receives oxygen and nutrients from the mother to be able to grow. In humans, implantation of a fertilized ovum is most likely to occur around nine days after ovulation; however, this can range between six and 12day

IMPLANTATION WINDOW

       The reception-ready phase of the endometrium of the uterus is usually termed the IMPLANTATION WINDOW and lasts about 4days. The implantation window occurs around 6days after the peak in luteinizing hormone levels. With some disparity between sources, it has been stated to occur from 7 days atfer ovulation until 9 days after ovulation, or days 6-10 postovulation. The implantation window is characterized by changes to the endometrium cells, which aid in the absorption of the uterine fluid. These changes are collectively known as the plasma membrane transformation and bring the blastocyst nearest to endometrium and immobilize it.

IMPLANTATION SYMPTOMS

       Since there's no real correlation between when implantation happen and actual implantation symptoms, its best to think instead about implantation symptoms and how they relate to early pregnancy which include;

Implantation Cramps

Implantation bleeding

Nausea

Tender breast 

Constipation and bleeding

Fatigue

Headaches

Mood Swings
