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IMPLANTATION

Implantation is the stage of pregnancy at which the embryo adheres to the wall of the uterus. At this stage of prenatal development, the conceptus is called a blastocyst. It is by this adhesion that the embryo receives oxygen and nutrients from the mother to be able to grow.

In humans, implantation of a fertilized ovum is most likely to occur around nine days after ovulation; however, this can range between six and 12 days.This model describes embryo implantation as dependent on three factors--transfer efficiency, embryo quality, and endometrial receptivity. Application of existing embryo implantation data to this model allows the calculation of the approximate value of each of these factors.The most common implantation symptoms of early pregnancy include:

_Implantation cramps. Some women may notice some minor cramping right around the time implantation is taking place. ...
