1) Process of lithification;

                The processes by which loose sediment is hardened to rock are collectively called Lithification. Once this happens, continued erosion and re-transport of the sediment become much more difficult.  There are three basic ways that lithification is accomplished.

2) process of cementation;

           Cementation is where new minerals stick the grains together  just as cement from a bag and binds sand grains in a bricklayer's mortar. If you look carefully at the microscope photo, you can see mineral crystals that have grown around the sediment grains and bonded them together.

3) process of compaction;
