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1) bioturbation; the disturbance of sedimentary deposits by living organisms.it can also be defined as the reworking of soils and sediments by animals or plants. 

2) bioirrigation; refers to the process of benthic organisms flushing their burrows with overlying water.  

 Bioturbation and bioirrigation also extend the open exchange regions in permeable sediments

3)  burrowing organism involved in the biological processes of diagenesis are worms and crab
