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Question

Write short notes on any two eye defects.

            Answer

1. Hypermetropia (long sightedness)

              It is characterized by inability to see near object (i.e distant vision is normal but near vision is affected). It results in blurred vision due to light rays focused behind the retina or occasionally, the lens system is too weak. It can also occur as a result of decreased antero-posterior diameter of the eyeball. It is corrected  by using bi-convex lens which converge light rays before entering the eyes. 

2. Night blindness (Nyctalopia) 

          It is the ability to see well in dim light or at night. It is usually caused by deficiency of vitamin A although some night blindness may occur with aging. Vitamin A is responsible for rhodopsin in the rod cells. Therefore, without sufficient vitamin A, there is not enough rhodopsin present to respond to the low levels of light.
