POVERTY 

     poverty can be defined as the condition where the basic needs of a family,like food,shelter,clothing and education are not fulfilled. It can lead to other problems like poor literacy, unemployment,malnutrition,etc. A poor person is not able to get education due to lack of money and therefore remains unemployed. An unemployed person is not able to buy enough nutritious food for his family and their health decline. A weak person lacks the energy required for the job. A jobless person remains poor only. Thus we can say that poverty is the root cause of other problems.

   In summary, poverty is a condition where the basic needs of a family like food, shelter, clothing and education are not fulfilled, and it causes are due to lack of infrastructure,political instability,natural disaster etc and it can also be eradicated by the government providing enough job opportunities for the jobless, controlling the growth population .
