Nigeria has a population of over 186 million which made it the most populous country in Africa and the seventh in the world. The CIA reported on 2017 that Nigeria has one of the largest populations of youth in the world today (CIA, 2017). Following the oil price collapse in 2014-2016, combined with negative production shocks, the gross domestic product growth rate dropped to 2.7% in 2015. Nigeria has the largest extreme poverty population (June 2018) The 86.9 million Nigerians now living in extreme poverty represents nearly 50% of its estimated 180 million population. But having large swathes of people still living in extreme poverty is an Africa-wide problem. Junly 25, 2018. Poverty started to deepen in Nigeria at the time of the 1970s oil-price boom that propelled it into the ranks of Africa's wealthiest countries. As the elite grew richer through patronage networks in the petroleum industry, successive military and civilian governments neglected agriculture, manufacturing and education.Feb 21, 2019. Today, Nigeria is the “poverty capital of the world”. If it is unable to change its current trajectory, it will be home to 110 million people living in extreme poverty by the year 2030.Dec 13, 2018. Although oil revenue contributes 2/3 of state revenue, oil only contributes about 9% the GDP. Nigeria produces only about 2.7% of thw world's oil supply. Statistically: GDP rank 27% (nominal 2019) 24th  (PPP, 2020) GDP growth 1.9%(2018) 2.2%(2019) - 3.4% (2020) 2.4(2021).Poverty rate in Nigeria: Poverty has risen in Nigeria, with almost 100 million people living on less than a $1 (£0.63) a day, despite economic growth, statistics have shown. The National Bureau of Statistics said 60.9% of Nigerians in 2010 were living in "absolute poverty" - this figure had risen from 54.7% in 2004.

Causes of poverty in Nigeria. 

Government Corruption. Since its founding, government corruption plagued Nigeria. 

Lack of Economic Infrastructure. Infrastructure that supports economic growth at every level is essential to pull people out of poverty.

Other causes include: Poor Access to Education, Poor Access to Healthcare, conflict, inflation, unemployment, poor utilization of resources. e.t.c.
