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   POVERTY IN NIGERIA

A corcise and universal definition of poverty is elusive largely because it affects many aspects of the huma poverty.condition,including physical, moral and phsychological. Different criteria have , therefore, been used to conceptualize poverty. Most analyses show the conventional view of poverty as a result of insufficient income for securing basic goods and services. Therefore povertyaccording to Oxford dictionary is defined as a state of being poor, scarcity, lack; inferiority. Poverty can also be the outcome of inefficient use of Simmons resources. This may result from the weak policy enviroment, inadequate infrastructure, weak access to technology, credit, e.t.c. Also it can be due to certain groups using certain mechanisms in the system to exclude problem groups from participating in economic development. 

    Causes of poverty is a highly ideologically charged subject, as different causes point to different remedies. Broadly speaking, the socialist tradition locates the roots of poverty in problems of distribution and the use of the means of production as capital benefiting individuals, and calls for re-distribution of wealth as the solution, whereas the neoliberal school of thought is dedicated to the idea that creating conditions for profitable private investment is the solution. Causes of poverty is changing trends in a country's economy. Associated with the lack of education, high divorce rate, a culture of poverty, illiteracy, overpopulation, epidemic diseases such as AIDS and malaria and environmental problems such as lack of rainfall. Extreme weather may be a cause of poverty in many countries. Drought, rainfall and flooding are some of the biggest causes of poverty by weather. When natural disasters do not gain media attention raising money becomes more difficult. This is made worse when governments spend money in the capitals instead of the poorest areas which need it most.

   The poverty programmes are ineffective and the level of poverty in the country still very high. The failure of the poverty programmes affects education in Nigeria. Poor facilities and lack of resources lead to schools collapsing. The failure of poverty eradication in the country leads to unemployment.

Some of the solutions to cut poverty in nigeruaare as follows; 

1.Create jobs

The best pathway out of poverty is a well-paying job. To get back to prerecession employment levels, we must create 5.6million new jobs.

2. Invest in high quality child care and early education.

3. Tackle segregation and concentrated poverty.

4. Immigration reform

5. End mass incarceration
