                    In our society and our world today they have been encounters of racial discrimination, from the onset racism has been a problem which have cause a lot of harm than good causing unnecessary wars, hatred, divided nation, stunt growth even in the economy and world at large. The black people have always been discriminated racially from the onset because they were seen as less superior to the whit race. 

                      Racism has existed throughout human history. It may be defined as the hatred of one person by another or the belief that another person is less than human because of skin colour, language, customs, place of birth or any factor that supposedly reveals the basic nature of that person. It has influenced wars, slavery, the formation of nations and legal codes.

                      Racism is the belief that a particular race is superior or inferior to another, that a person's social and moral traits are predetermined by his or her inborn biological characteristics. Racial separatism is the belief, most of the time based on racism, that different races should remain segregated and apart from another. 

                      Racism is also the belief that group of human possess different behavioural traits corresponding to physical appearance and can be divided based on the superior of one race over another. It also mean prejudice, discrimination, or antagonism directed against other people because they are of different race or ethnicity. Racism is also a belief that race is the primary determinant of human traits and capacities and that racial differences produce an inherent superiority of a particular race. 

                     Racism can be traced far back to the nineteenth century when the Portuguese came to survey Africa, after the survey they took some Africans as slaves to work for them. Some Africans ended up not returning back to their country and became blacks in white man's country. America was among the country that most especially practised racial discrimination. 

                    The blacks were discriminated and treated as less superior to the white. They were given separate places to stay and at times not allowed to participate in any function especially where the White's were. Racial discrimination in Nigeria also be seen in tribes in the sense that a Yoruba favours and prefers his Yoruba brother more than others , so as the Igbos  and Hausa's. In Nigeria also, racism is also seen in political flight where a party discriminates someone from another party. 

                    An incident that once again sparked off the issue of racism was the incident that led to the death of Mr. George Floyd , a fourty - six year old black American. He was arrested by Minneapolis police. After a convenience store employee called 911, and told the police that Mr. Floyd had bought cigarettes with a counterfeit twenty dollar bill. After seventeen minutes, the first squad car arrived at the scene. Mr Floyd was unconcious and pinned beneath three police officers showing no sign of life, 

                A white man will never be treated the way Mr. Floyd a black was treated and this led to his death. Even after Martin Luther King Jr led the movement for equality in America, there is still some racial discrimination ongoing in the country and world at large. Racism has psychological impacts, negative effects to victims.
