Poaching is the illegal practice of trespassing on another's property to hunt or steal game without the landowner's permission.

       Unlike hunting, poaching is the illegal killing of wild animals. One of the most common drivers of poaching is the desire for rare animal products such as ivory and fur.

        Poaching doesn't necessary involve killing of threatened or endangered animals. Any animal can be poached if it is killed unlawfully. People who poach, do so for a variety of reasons including food, pleasure, and trophies.

         In some areas such as China, poaching is driven by the high demand for highly valued animal products such as ivory and fur.  In other places, poaching is driven by poverty or disregard for hunting regulations.

         Unlike poaching, hunting is the killing of wild animals for food or sports (supported by the law). So therefore, whoever commits that crime of poaching either serves a minimim jail term of 5yrs or pay a minimum fine of $250,000.
