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                                                CORRUPTION IN NIGERIA
Corruption is a global phenomenon, intelligible only in its social context. It can he defined as anti‐social behaviour conferring improper benefits contrary to legal and moral norms, and which undermines the authorities’ capacity to secure the welfare of all citizens. In Nigeria it became the principal means of private accumulation during the decolonisation period, in the absence of other means, and came to shape political activity and competition after independence.

Corruption can be defined as the use of entrusted power to accumulate public wealth for personal interests. Corruption is not unique to any country, continent, or country, it is a global problem and must be a problem unique to all governments around the world. However, corruption is widespread in the Nigerian Delta region of Nigeria, where civil servants are corrupt in Nigeria, an oil producing country. Therefore, it despises the political and economic development of the Niger delta, which makes the state famous.

Political life has become dominated by winner‐take‐all factional struggles, political cynicism and violence, while the economy and social institutions have been driven into decay.
