          The historical background of Nigerian government and politics involves the pre- colonial period and the colonial period in Nigeria. The precolonial period before the coming of the colonialists to Nigeria while the colonial period refers to the era that colonial administration was established in the country.

The Nigerian state is a colonial creation. It is a product of a historical arrangement that arose out of Europe adventure with its eventual culmination in the colonisation of Africa.The man who lived in Nigeria during the early years of work had to cope with his environment.First,he needed food.For the purpose,he had to hunt the animals and to gather fruits.But he soon began to invest tools consisting of pebbles made into chopping and cutting tools.Archeologists called the tools the Oldowan-type tools.This is because this type of tool was first identified by Archeologists in the Olduvai Gorge in Tanzania
     Early man in Nigeria 

The exact time when man began to live in Nigeria is unknown but there are archaeological evidence from different parts of Nigeria which pointed to the fact that man had settled in the region now known as Nigeria since the palaeolithic period 500,000 - 9000BC.
     The Achievement of Early man

The man who lived in Nigeria during those years worked hard to cope with his environment. First, he needed food. For this purpose he began to invent tools consisting of pebbles made into chopping and cutting tools. Archeologist called the tools the oldowan type tools. Historical background of precolonial political system in Nigeria land 

The Yorubas are one of the largest ethnic groups in Nigeria and are united by language. The Yoruba people trace their origin to oduduwa who was the founder of the Yoruba kingdom . ile I've is regarded as the ancestral home of the Yoruba people.

Political structure of the precolonial Yoruba land 

The political structure of the Yoruba kingdoms were similar in Nature. Each consisted of a capital town subordinate towns villages and farmlands. Each town has a king known as oba who resides in the palace called Alafin. 

 The Oyo empire 

The government of the old Oyo empire is a typical example of the precolonial administration in Yoruba lsnd. The first organ of government in Oyo empire was the king known as Alaafin of oyo. 

1) the alaafin administration

Oyo empire was very unique and exceptional in it's system of government. For instance in the sixteenth century Oyo was one of the rare empires that had in built checks and balance and this contributed to its stability for centuries.

2) the ogboni cult's administration

Apart from the alaafin cabinet members of the oyomesi cult constituted another arm of government.

3) the army

The army was another arm of government in traditional Yoruba society. It was very organized.
