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     A pressure group is a formal or organised body with a common interest who fundamental aim is to put pressure on any governmental institution with the goal of influencing government policies and laws to its own advantages.the pressure group is refered to ad "fundamental representative".the idea of various pressure groups that represent different society based on their functions.it is usually done through their occupation or profession which are the Nigeria bar association (NBA) this represent the lawyers and solicities.while Nigeria medical association (NMA) represent doctors interest and academic staff union of universities (ASUU) represent interest in academic.

     According to anifowose(1999) pressure is described as interest groups,lobby groups or even protests group.what pressure group seek to achieve is to ensure that government does their biddings further more,pressure group influence both public policy, adminstration and even go along way to determine political structures of the society and forms of government.

      Pressure groups and political parties activities appears similar but they are different from each other.the first distribution is that political parties seek to gain power rather aim is to influence political decisions political parties are more formally organised than pressure groups.

        There are different types of pressure groups which are interest group,cause group,insider group and outsider group,anomic group, associational and non associatioal groups.

         Interest group is know as sectional group, representing the people in the society.e.g trade units for instances CBI known as the voice of business in the country.

         Cause groups is known as promotion groups,which seek to promote particular causes.for example,charities and environmental groups.it is always aimed at achieving a single objective like protesting about the expansion of airports,seaports and railways.

        Insider groups are regularly consulted by the government.they have regular access to ministers or legistors.e.g animal liberation front.the insider and outsider group changes from time to time based on the party or government in power.

      Anomic groups have unpredictable actions and behaviours as they work based on the moment and solution in the society.they are not guided by an appropriate behavioural style or rule.

Association groups are usually registered with appropriate authorities in a state or country.they have their own registered office and constitution.Non associated group are pressure group without a formal organisation. 

    Functions of pressure group:

* It serves as link between the government of the day and the people it governs.

* It serves public participation in the activities of the government of the day.the activities of pressure groups therefore, promote political participation and carries the citizenry drugs.

* It is the source of information to the government.

* The activities of pressure groups ensures that government do not perpetuate themselves in power thereby,drifting into a dictionarship.

*Pressure group champion the rights of the under privileged,especially promotional.

* pressure group acts as watchdogs on the government.

*Pressure groups put pressure on government to influence it's policy ,change  a policy direction , withdraw entirely a particular policy that does not favour their member or the citizenry.

   Pressure group lobby in so many ways.they lobby with governmental officials directly.pressure groups may sponsor bills in legislative houses and contact legislators to ensure the passage of the bills.
