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CHAPTER 7

Political parties in Nigeria

Ideological groups are a fundamental component of legislative issues in the advanced time of mass investment. In legislative issues, an ideological group is a coordinated gathering of individuals who have a similar philosophy, or who in any case have similar political positions, and who field contender for races, trying to get them chosen and in this manner actualize their plan. Ideological groups are a characterizing component of agent vote based system. Ideological groups are a significant connection between the public authority and the individuals (Dickerson and Flanagan, 2002). 

Ideological groups have various attributes like;they consistently have an expansive of standards of public arrangement received by its association, which is alluded to as gathering philosophy. The gathering philosophy likewise fills in as the reason for ordering parties as one or the other liberal, socialist, work and so forth; Political coalition ought to be a coordinated body, since it can just get strength from a compelling association is more important to build up affinity with the majority; ideological groups hosts get-together manifestoes which manage their lead during and in the wake of winning decisions; Political factions are guided by party constitution which direct the lead of gathering authorities and individuals inside and outside government. 

Sorts of ideological groups incorporate the elitist/framework parties which draws it's participation from the most elevated echelon of social progression in a country. The mass gatherings which draws it's participation from all segments of the general public and have wide enrollment. Philosophical gathering which is shaped with political belief system or advantages which structure the bases of the gathering. Intermediary party is shaped with it's individuals drawn from upper and lower classes of the general public. Appealling or Personality party is an ideological group shaped or driven by people with magnetism. 

Ideological groups play out various capacities, for example, political activation and recruitment,political instruction, political representation,interest collection, political soundness, refereeing and political mix, association of government, arrangement of elective government and approaches, objective development and electing rivalry and administration. 

As we as a whole know, Nigeria turned into a free organization in 1960. Prior to that time, in 1959, three arrangements of ideological groups were shaped - the National Council of Nigeria and Cameroons (NCNC) and the Northern People's Congress (NPC). Notwithstanding these, the Action Group was made as well. 

The recently framed ideological groups were driven by Nnamdi Azikiwe, Ahmadu Bello and Obafemi Awolowo separately. The hour of political decision stopped by, and no ideological group had the option to win the larger part. The NPC and the NCNC chose to frame the public government which prompted picking Abubakar Tafawa Balewa as the Prime Minister and Nnamdi Azikiwe as the Governor-General. 

The ideological groups in Nigeria have changed various occasions during the most recent fifty years. There were various arrangements of said gatherings, and every one of them gigantically affect the historical backdrop of the actual nation. They are a major piece of the political history of Nigeria, and it is important to discuss them. 

As we as a whole know, Nigeria turned into an autonomous alliance in 1960. Prior to that time, in 1959, three arrangements of ideological groups were shaped - the National Council of Nigeria and Cameroons (NCNC) and the Northern People's Congress (NPC). Notwithstanding these, the Action Group was made as well. 

The recently framed ideological groups were driven by Nnamdi Azikiwe, Ahmadu Bello and Obafemi Awolowo separately. The hour of political race dropped by, and no ideological group had the option to win the greater part. The NPC and the NCNC chose to shape the public government which prompted picking Abubakar Tafawa Balewa as the Prime Minister and Nnamdi Azikiwe as the Governor-General. 

After three years, Nigeria turned into a republic, and Nnamdi Azikiwe turned into the leader of Nigeria with Abubakar Tafawa Balewa as Prime Minister. Additionally, in the very year, the Census was directed. It prompted the split between National Council of Nigeria and Cameroons and the Northern People's Congress. 

The parting brought about many outcomes. The NCNC chose to join a group of the AG and framed another ideological group - the United Progressive Grand Alliance (UPGA). It was driven by Obafemi Awolowo. The other piece of the split gathering, the NPC, joined the leftover group of the AG and in this way made another gathering called the Nigerian National Democratic Party (NNDP). 

Some ideological groups in the first republic(1960-1966) are: Action gathering (AG),Borno youth development (BYM), Dynamic gathering (DP), Niger Delta congress (NDC), Republican faction (RP). Some ideological groups in the subsequent republic (1979-1983) are: Greater Nigerian People's gathering (GNPP), National gathering of Nigeria (NPN), Nigeria Advance gathering (NAP), Nigerian People's gathering (NPP), People's Redemption party (PRP). Ideological groups in the third republic are: National conservative show (NRC) and Social Democratic faction (SDP. Some ideological groups in the fourth republic (1999-present) are: All People's Party (APP),Alliance for Democracy (AD),All Nigeria Peoples Party (ANPP),Action Alliance (AA),All Progressives Grand Alliance (APGA),Labour Party (LP), All reformists congress (APC), People's Democratic faction (PDP).
