c. Bad governace- Authorities in our present day in Nigeria are
ignorant about the securities and implementation of rules and
regulation.

d. Cultism- Cultism is a major social problem in our nation’s society.
It has caused a lot of damages to lives and properties of Nigerian
students especially in higher institutions.

2. Attempt detailed character analyses of any three characters in
Solomon.A. Edebor’s Good Morning, Sodom.
