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1. Attempt an incisive interrogation of Solomon A. Edebor's Good Morning Sodom, underscoring at least five underlying thematic thrusts the drama engages.
· Hard drugs
· Cultism
· Peer pressure
· Brutish sexual drive
· Lack of adequate parental care
i. Hard drugs: It is an addicting drug capable of producing severe physical or psychological dependence, as heroin. In the play Good morning sodom by Solomon A. Edebor, Demola Diran was a victim of hard drug through his friend K.K, who introduced him to it. Saying that drugs will make him happy and make him forget about his guilts and sorrows. Demola also drugged Keziah with hard drugs in her drink to have his way with her. During the initiation moment in the cult gathering, they were made to take hard substances too, for the initiation process to be complete. 
ii. Cultism:  It is the activity of worshipping. Devotion to the doctrine or a cult or to the practices of a cult. Type of: devotion, commitment to some purpose. In the play, K.K the bad influence brought up the cultism deal and took Demola there after drugging him. In the 8th movement we can clearly see what happens to Demola and few other men that were placed in the middle of the group kneeling.
iii. Peer pressure: It is when you do something because you want to feel acccepted and valued by your friends. Peer influence can be positive or negative. Coping well with peer pressure is about getting the right balance between being yourself and fitting in with your group. Demola Diran in the Good Morning Sodom play was a victim of peer pressure with the kind of people he associated himself with. He wasn't able to withstand the pressure from his friends and gave into their bad advices which led him to an uncanny death. Keziah too was a victim of peer pressure by both her friends Ovie and Bunmi who talked her into falling for Demola's trap which mares her for life.
iv. Brutish sexual drive: In this context, the sexual drive drawn here is some what resembling or is a characteristic of a brute. In the 6th movement, Demola is convinced to sleep with Keziah and he agrees. His sexual drive kicks in and he sleeps with her, maring her with an eternal damage.
v. Lack of adequate parental care: Firstly parental care is any behaviour that contributes to offspring survival, such as building a home, provisioning offspring with food, or defending offspring from harm etc... Lack of parental care can cause separation of the children from the parents. Some of these things that cause such is: inability for parents to care for chidren due to no time for them, reasons being that they are always busy, domestic voilence and social abuse, addiction or loss of parent. Engineer Diran and his wife Mrs Diran lacked good parental care. They never inquired if their son was fending well in school, never asked if he faced any challenges, they always assumed that Demola was doing fine in school. Through out his stay in school, they never called to check up on him. They provided him with what he needed and also what ever he wanted without trying to find out why and what he needed or wanted that thing for. K.K saw this as an avenue and decided to make Demola  his friend when he first came. Because he noticed Demola was different from others and came from a wealthy background. All bad things done by Demola in the play was caused by K.K.
2. Attempt detailed character analysis of any 3 characters in Solomon A. Edebor's Good Morning Sodom play.
·  Keziah Richards 
· Demola Diran
· Stella
i. Keziah Richards: Daughter of both Dr and Mrs Richards, who was the only child and was loved by both parents, is a girl in her late teens. She is a medium height girl, with a round figure that studies in Mayflower University. She is a 200lvl student. She is a brilliant girl, has 2 friends Ovie and Bunmi, had an understanding roommate which is Stella. She always had her mind focused on studies even when Demola came to her opting for a relationship with her. Was later convinced by her friends to give Demola a chance and she did. Falling into Demola's trap, leading her to an unwanted pregnancy which she didnt know about till Demola's death. After a while of her dad being mad at her, she decides to commit suicide causing Dr Richards to come to his senses to take care of his daughter as a loving father should. She gives birth to the child and her father soughts it out for her that she continues schooling in Ibadan state University which makes her very happy.
ii. Demola Diran: Son of Eng and Mrs Diran, coming from a wealthy home, he is attending Mayflower university and is at his 200lvl same as Keziah. He has a friend group of K.K and Bentol, which were sought of a bad influence on him. He was raised right but because of the bad influence his friends had on him, he changed. He genuinely loved Keziah and finally got her attention which made his friends to advice him wrongly on having his way with Keziah. He couldn't resist the bad advice and gave in finally. He also gave in to drugs when he felt guilty about the whole thing that happened to Keziah. He looses consiousness and blacks out only to wake up in the midst of a group of boys surrounding him and few others and they were made to join the cult group. In the 9th movement, they went on a charade of killing their rival cult and he, Demola was shot mistakenly by his own friend K.K. Was later found dead at the university main gate in a pool of his own blood.
iii. Stella: A roommate to Keziah and a friend sort of. She was also a victim of rape by her pastor's sons and their cousins. She lost her hope, faith and trust with God but was eventually brought back to Him. She has dealt with her fears and now trusts in the lord wholely.
